* Authorizes $200 million for 10 years (FY 2006-2015) to develop
technologies and processes necessary for abundant commercial
production of biobased fuels at prices competitive with fossil fuels and
a diversity of sustainable domestic sources of biomass for conversion
to biobased fuels and biobased products.

» Advanced Biofuel Technologies Program

« Authorizes EPA to spend $110 million/year for 5 years (2005 to 2009)
on biofuels technology development.

 Priority shall be given to projects that enhance geographic diversity of
alternative fuels and utilize feedstocks that represent 10% or less of
ethanol or biodiesel fuel production in the US during the previous
fiscal year.
